Personal Data Processing Principles
Welcome to our website www.pentarealestate.com. Before using the website, we strongly recommend you to become familiar with these Personal Data Processing Principles followed by us when processing of your personal data.
1. Introduction
Your privacy is important to us, and, in processing your personal data, we strive to maintain transparency and to ensure a high level of their protection in accordance with Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 27 April 2016 on the protection of natural persons with regard to the processing of personal data and on the free movement of such data, and repealing Directive 95/45/EC (General Data Protection Regulation) (hereinafter referred to as the “GDPR”).
For the purposes of the GDPR, Penta Real Estate, s.r.o., with its registered seat at Digital Park II, Einsteinova 25, Bratislava 851 01, company ID (IČO): 51 284 502, entered in the Business Register of the District Court of Bratislava I, Section: Sro, Insert No.: 124856/B, is considered to be the controller defining the purposes and scope of processing of personal data provided through any of the features of this website (hereinafter referred to as the “Controller”). If you have any question regarding the processing of the personal data you have provided to us, or if you wish to exercise any of the following rights resulting to you from the GDPR, please contact us in writing at the above address of the Controller’s registered seat or at the e-mail address data@pentarealestate.com.
2. Personal data collection
These Principles apply to the processing of personal data (i) we collect from you directly by completing the Vendor Registration Form available within the Become our Vendor („Staňte sa našim dodávateľom“) functionality located on our website (hereinafter referred to as the “Form”) and the personal data (ii) provided to us via telephone or e-mail communications based on the contact details made available on this website.
While using this website, we may automatically collect data about your device’s technical specifications or searches on this website. These data are anonymous, and their collection is secured by cookies and other similar technologies.
3. Personal data processed by our company
Should you wish to participate in any of our tenders for the supply of goods or services for real estate (residential, office, business or other) projects owned and/or operated by our company or any other company belonging, upon the control relationships, to one economic group, we need to process your personal data. However, we process the personal data collected from you in accordance with the principle of minimizing the processing of personal data that is embedded in the GDPR, i.e. only to the necessary extent: the name and surname (including title), area and business method, job position, address, place of business, telephone number, fax, e-mail address, taxpayer identification number, value added taxpayer identification number, language knowledge, work experience and job references, bank details (IBAN, SWIFT, bank name, etc.), certification information, and the information about your membership in business and professional organizations.
In the case of the telephone or e-mail communications based on the contact details made available on this website, we process your personal data solely to the extent of your name, surname (including title), phone number and e-mail address. If you provide us with any other personal data, we do not process them.
Special categories of personal data under the GDPR or the personal data of persons under the age of 16 are not subject to the processing of personal data by our company.
It is very important that your personal data we process are true and up-to-date. Please let us know if your personal data change during the processing period.
4. Purposes of processing personal data
We process your personal data for the following purposes:
a) Communicating with you or providing a response or feedback to your questions or suggestions made through the contact details published on this website; and
b) Communicating with you for the purposes of your possible participation in our tenders for delivery of goods or works for the Penta real estate projects.
5. Legal basis for processing personal data
The processing of your personal data for the purposes described in point 4 above is based on our legitimate interest in (i) active communication with individuals wishing to cooperate or otherwise contact our company and (ii) promoting, improving and expanding our business activities. Although the legal basis for processing your personal data is our legitimate interests, we always respect and prioritize your rights and interests over ours.
The processing of your personal data based on our legitimate interest results from Article 6(1)(f) of the GDPR.  However, you have the right at any time to object to the processing of your personal data. For this purpose, please, contact us in writing at the address of our registered seat referred to in the Introduction or at the e-mail address: data@pentarealestate.com. We will thoroughly assess each submission and inform you about the outcome.
6. Period of personal data processing
We store your personal data as long as it is necessary to meet the purposes for which we collected them. The processing time of your personal data is three (3) years from the date of their collection. We periodically review the period of your personal data processing, and if it has expired, we will terminate the processing of your personal data and erase or destroy them.
7. Sharing your personal data with third parties
In accordance with the purposes specified in this instruction, processing of your personal data is also carried out through third parties – processors. They include, in particular, the company managing the database of potential vendors, companies belonging to the Penta Group carrying out the development, construction, sales and lease of the real estate within individual projects, and the external construction management of the respective project for which the tender is organized. The controller has concluded or will conclude a personal data processing agreement with the processors. The processors are obliged to process your personal data solely for the purposes specified herein. However, your data will not be disclosed to these third parties for the purposes of their independent use or processing beyond the purposes specified in these Principles.
8. Transfer of your personal data to third countries or international organizations 
Your personal data will not be transferred to the countries outside the European Union.

9. Rights relating to your personal data processing
The GDPR grants you a wide range of rights that we respect. We will enable you to exercise your rights in full. As part of the exercise of your rights, you are in particular entitled to:
· 
request a copy of your personal data and a description of how we use them;
· 
request the rectification of your personal data if you believe that your personal data may be inaccurate, outdated or incorrect;
· 
request the erasure of your personal data if processed by us upon your consent;
· 
request the provision of your personal data processed by us upon your consent to a third party using automated means;
· 
request the restriction of using or the purpose of processing your personal data in certain limited circumstances;
· 
object to the processing of your personal data in certain circumstances, as we process your personal data on the basis of our legitimate interests.

We will strive to answer any questions you may have and to resolve any complaint relating to the processing of your personal data.
